1.1 07/01387/LBC Mrs E Beeney, Bury House, 11 Main Street, Lt Downham – Re-instating two dorma windows to front of property - RESOLVED: The Parish Council has no concerns.
1.2 07/01402/FUL Mr & Mrs M Davis, 15 Black Bank Road, Lt Downham – First floor annexe above existing garage - RESOLVED by a vote of 6 in favour and 4 against: The Parish Council has concerns about the visual impact of the proposed development and would prefer more information in comparison to the adjacent bungalow to be able to make a comment.

1.4 07/01424/FUL Mr Bryan Lely, Land north of 20 Martin Lane, Lt Downham – Erection of 1no. split level dwelling & integral double garage – RESOLVED unanimously: The Parish Council has concerns about this application and recommends that relevant amendments and conditions are applied to any permission in relation to the following.

Concerns:

1.  Visual Impact on neighbouring properties and loss of privacy to local residents from overlooking windows.

Reason: Due to the scale of the proposed development and position of windows on the northwest elevation facing properties in Cross Lane.  

The Parish Council requests that concerns of local residents are taken into consideration.  Copies of letters from Mr Dellar, Mr Henderson and Mr and Mrs Stovold that have been sent to the case officer were received by the Parish Council.

2. Encroachment of the Highway verge.

Reason: To ensure that maximum width of the lane and verge is maintained.

3. That the property will be used as a business that will result in the loss of parking on site.

Reason: Martins Lane is a narrow lane with existing parking problems.  The recess opposite the proposed development is a visibility splay for Nos. 11 and 13 and not a lay-by as many assume.
