1.1 06/00703/FUL Fraser Gilbert, 39A Cannon Street, Lt Downham – Excavation of fishing pit and creation of banking around area – Amendment – A reduction in height of the proposed banking - The Parish Council has no concerns about the application.  It is content for the final determination of the application to rest with the planning service.  The Parish Council wishes to support this application to promote local businesses.

1.2 07/00435/FUL J Henderson Esq, Land behind 20 to 24 Straight Furlong, Pymoor – Construction of two bungalows - Little Downham Parish Council has concerns about this application and recommends that amendments and relevant conditions are applied to any permission.
 Concerns:
1.  Drainage
The proposed two plots form part of a larger site that needs a drainage scheme as a whole.  To maintain proper surface drainage on this site would require the creation of a fully functional dike along the southern boundary (Boundary B), draining into the existing dike on the eastern side (Boundary C). 
The Parish Council has concerns regarding the foul drainage and recommends that it would make more sense for the sewer to be directed to the north through the gardens of Plot 5 (previous application) and No. 24 Straight Furlong, into the existing sewer on Straight Furlong.  Water naturally drains in that direction and would alleviate the necessity to build the proposed dwellings up by one metre, above the level of the existing dwellings in Straight Furlong, to get the fall required to take the sewer west through the access road.
2. Dwellings
The Parish Council requests that the roof line of the proposed dwellings should not be any higher than the neighbouring dwellings on Straight Furlong and that dormer windows should look away from existing neighbouring properties.
