PLANNING MATTERS 

1. ECDC – Notification of appeal to the Secretary of State in respect of the site below following refusal of planner permission by ECDC:

05/00541/FUL Parisi Properties, 11 Black Bank Road, Lt Downham – Change of use of land: 

Re-siting of 45 existing containers and siting of 6 additional containers.

The Parish Council discussed the above appeal and agreed the following information should be sent to the Appeal Inspector at Bristol:

1. The Parish Council believes that permission was granted on application E/96/0120/F based on plans that accompanied the application.  The plans indicated only four containers on the site, positioned behind the barn.  It is apparent that the applicant is in breach of this permission because 51 containers have been sited elsewhere on the site.  

2. Also, another application granted on appeal (E/92/0359/F) (ref. T/APP/C/92/V0510/624725/P6 and T/APP/V0510/A/92/212264/P6) that restricts the use of the barn to storage of printing machinery, has been breached because the applicant is allowing other businesses to rent the barn to store vehicles in.  

3. The Parish Council wishes the inspector to note that over the years planning applications have been made in varying names by the same applicant.  The Parish Council is concerned to ensure that this is not used to over develop the site.
